Monson-Sultana School is a rural, single-site school district encompassing approximately 22 square miles in northern Tulare 
County.  Approximately 445 grade TK-8 students are served.  The school has been at its current location for more than 50 
years maintaining a coterminous relationship with the Dinuba Unified School District. We provide our students with a wide array 
of technology, a science lab, library, TK-8 music program, TK-8 Physical Education program, and a licensed vocational nurse. 
Our student population is comprised of 93.5 % Hispanic students and 6 % white students. The school and all facilities are 
located on a 16 acre parcel with permanent structures ranging in age of buildings. 
 
Our district is committed to the belief that every child can achieve academic excellence. We are blessed with a dedicated, 
caring, and compassionate faculty committed to student learning. Our support staff is comprised of individuals with knowledge 
and expertise who always put students first. Each of these groups is fully supported by a five member Board of Trustees 
elected by our community. Together we have one over-arching goal; to ensure the continuous improvement in academic 
achievement for every student. 
 
We believe in educating the whole child by providing an instructional program that is rigorous, meaningful, and aligned with 
State Standards. Additionally, the District provides specialized programs that meet the needs of our special needs students and 
students in a variety of alternative educational programs.

Monson-Sultana School is comprised of 25 classrooms, a cafeteria, library, staff lounge, computer lab, science lab, music 
room, and 5 playgrounds. The Superintendent works daily with the custodial staff of 5 (2 full-time and 3 part-time) to ensure 
that the cleaning of the school is maintained to provide for a clean and safe school. District maintenance staff ensures that the 
repairs necessary to keep the school in good repair and work orders are completed in a timely manner. A work order process is 
used to ensure efficient service and highest priority is given to emergency repairs.  
 
The District is in the midst of four construction projects. These include: 

• Construction of a Student Events and Activites Center 
• Installation of solar project 
• New construction project to add one additional wing including a new library/media center 
• Mondernization project to include replacement of most of the primary play equipment and replacement of the current
